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MILLENNIUM DEVELOPMENT GOALS

At the Millennium Summit in September 2000 189 member states of the United Nations reaf-
firmed their commitment to giving their greatest attention to sustaining development and elimi-
nating poverty. The result of the initiative is the adoption of eight Millennium Development
Goals (MDGs), which are understood as the commonly accepted framework for measuring the
development progress.

Goal 1: Eradicate extreme poverty and hunger

Goal 2: Achieve universal primary education

Goal 3: Promote gender equality and empower women
Goal 4: Reduce child mortality

Goal 5: Improve maternal health

Goal 6: Combat HIV/ AIDS, malaria and other diseases
Goal 7: Ensure environmental sustainability

Goal 8: Develop a global partnership for development

The Millennium Goals focus the global community’s
attention on achieving significant, measurable improve-
ments in people’s quality of life. They set out benchmarks
for measuring results, not just for developing countries,
but also for rich nations and for the multilateral institu-
tions - to help them implement development programmes
in less developed parts of the world.

In the Slovak Republic the Millennium Development
Goals were translated into national goals establishing pri-
orities and their solutions in individual areas. A publica-
tion following up the fulfilment of these goals at a nation-
al level is the publication The Millennium Development
Goals: Reducing Poverty and Social Exclusion. Slovak Re-
public. It was published in 2004 by the UNDP Regional
Centre in Bratislava. Goal 8 Develop a Global Partnership
for Development, however, focuses on active assistance
only - specifically working towards the creation and im-
plementation of strategies for employing young people in
cooperation with developing countries.

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SLOVAK REPUBLIC OFFICIAL DEVELOPMENT ASSISTANCE

Following the UN summit in September 2005 the matter of fulfilling the Millennium Devel-
opment Goals came back to the forefront of global community interests. The Slovak Republic,
through its highest representatives, confirmed its commitment to the implementation of these
goals. As a non-permanent member of the UN Security Council and as a member of the EU and
specialised organisations within the UN system (UNDP, FAO, WFP, UNIDO) Slovakia is more
intensively involved in the solution of global tasks which are often connected with supporting
the developing world.

Slovakia is implementing the millennium goals and development commitments through a
gradual increase in the volume of development assistance, trade liberalisation, debt relief,
and cooperation with bilateral and multilateral donors.

Slovakia’s development cooperation is a wide-range complex of political, programme and
project activities within the international community. Its role as part of Slovak foreign policy
is growing and its focus is widening.

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GOALS OF SLOVAK REPUBLIC OFFICIAL DEVELOPMENT ASSISTANCE

The basic goals of official development assistance (ODA) are chosen and formulated such
that Slovakia’s participation in donor activities is effective, expedient and meaningful for the
beneficiary and for Slovakia itself.

Transfer of Slovak experience and know-how

Slovakia can offer personal experience of the transformation process in all spheres of society

after 1989 which traditional donors do not have.

Participation of Slovak experts in international development activities and mechanisms
Slovak experts in international activities raise Slovakia’s credibility, influence on the activities
of these organisations and create the possibility of entry of other Slovak entities in specific
development assistance projects.

Participation of Slovak entities in international development projects

The role of the state is to support a spectrum of possibilities for the participation of Slovak en-
tities - non-governmental organisations, educational institutions, as well as goods and service
providers - in international projects and development assistance programmes.

Expansion of economic cooperation with developing nations

The needs of the recipient country are of key and critical importance for Slovakia. In the fol-
low-up, it is the goal to use development assistance for the enhancement of economic coop-
eration where possible.

Assistance to Slovak ex-patriate community

The Slovak ex-patriate community also extends to countries which fall into the category of
recipients of development assistance. Assistance to Slovak ex-patriates in this case therefore
has a dual-impact.

BILATERAL ASSISTANCE

Bilateral, project assistance is a direct tool of foreign policy which uses Slovak know-how
and experience, raising Slovakia’s profile abroad, providing greater transparency and direct ap-
proach in the use of public resources and deepening relationships with developing countries. It
also provides effective help to Slovak entities to establish their position directly in developing
countries.

Territorial priorities of Slovak Republic official development assistance

The selection of countries to which Slovak assistance is directed is determined by the overall
nature of assistance provided. Strict specialisation and concentration on a limited number of
countries is important. Slovakia has limited financial means and human resources and the dis-
persion of resources would be at the cost of effectiveness.

A programme country is a country receiving assistance with which Slovakia will develop
wider cooperation of more comprehensive nature, stemming from the priorities defined in the
strategic document and with more funds allocated. On the other hand cooperation between Slo-
vakia and project countries is simpler and based on the implementation of isolated and relatively
small projects.
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MZV SR pristipilo k ztiZeniu teritoridlneho a sektorového zamerania ODA SR. Mensi rozptyl
aktivit umozni zvysit efektivnost, vplyv, zabezpe¢i viditelnost pomoci a naplno sa vyuZije syner-
gia tychto aktivit.

V roku 2007 sa finanéné prostriedky primdrne alokuji na projekty v nasledujtdcich kraji-
ndch: Srbsko, Cierna Hora, Afganistan, Bielorusko, Bosna a Hercegovina, Kazachstan, Ketia
a Ukrajina. Do roku 2006 bola Statna tinia Srbska a Ciernej Hory jedinou programovou kra-
jinou slovenskej ODA. Po vyhldseni samostatnosti v jini 2006 sa Republika Cierna Hora stdva
druhou programovou krajinou popri ndstupnickej Srbskej republike.

Pre ostatné projektové krajiny - Albansko, Kirgizsko, Maced6nsko, Mongolsko, Mozambik,
Tadzikistan, Uzbekistan a Suddn - je vy¢lenend ¢ast rozpoctu a vyhlasujua sa grantové kold bez
definovania konkrétnej krajiny prijemcu.

Sektorové priority oficialnej rozvojovej pomoci SR

Zé&kladnym principom je $pecializdcia na vybrany okruh oblasti a aktivit, v ktorych ma SR
potencidl a vyhody v porovnan{ s ostatnymi donormi. Tie je pritom nutné harmonizovat s potre-
bami prijimatelov pomoci, aby sa predislo rozptyleniu prostriedkov.

Do tretej oblasti komparativnych vyhod SR patria know-
how a kapacity slovenskych subjektov v zalestiovani,
budovanie zdvlahovych systémov vo vybranych polno-
hospodérskych aktivitdch a geologicky prieskum.
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The Slovak Ministry of Foreign Affairs decided to narrow the territorial and sectoral focus of
the Slovak ODA. The reduced scope of activities will make it possible to increase their effective-
ness and impact, make assistance more visible and make full use of the synergy between these
activities.

In 2007 funding has been primarily allocated for projects in the following countries: Ser-
bia, Montenegro, Afghanistan, Belarus, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Kazakhstan, Kenya and
Ukraine. Until 2006 the State Union of Serbia and Montenegro was the only programme coun-
try of the Slovak ODA. Following its declaration of sovereignty in June 2006 the Republic of
Montenegro has become the second programme country, alongside the successor state - the
Republic of Serbia.

A separate part of the budget is put aside for the other project countries - Albania, Kyr-
gyzstan, Macedonia, Mongolia, Mozambique, Tajikistan, Uzbekistan and Sudan - and calls
for proposals will be published without defining a specific recipient country.

Sectoral priorities of Slovak Republic official development assistance

The basic principle is the specialisation on a selected number of areas and activities where the
Slovak Republic has a good potential and advantages in comparison with other donors. But at
the same time it is essential to harmonise these with the needs of the assistance beneficiaries to
prevent a fragmentation of resources.

Priority sectors of the Slovak ODA are divided into three areas:

Developing democratic institutions and market environment

Slovakia’s unique experience and know-how acquired after 1989 can be passed on to countries
which are currently undergoing similar development. It applies mainly to the creation of mar-
ket economies, changes in ownership structures, creation of entrepreneurial environments
and reforms in the public sector.

Infrastructure (including the social infrastructure)

Among the Slovak priorities, which could be of interest to developing countries, are the
construction of transport infrastructure, mine-clearing work, construction of sewage sys-
tems, water purification and treatment plants, development of waste management, projects
and engineering services in the area of drinking water supply and development of energy
infrastructure.

Landscaping, environmental protection, agriculture, food safety and the use of raw
materials

The third area of Slovak comparative advantages includes the know-how and resources of
Slovak entities in forestation, irrigation system construction in selected agricultural activities
and geological surveying.

PROJEKTY ROZVOJOVEHO VZDELAVANIA
A VEREJNEJ INFORMOVANOSTI

Rozvojové vzdeldvanie sa stalo integrdlnou sticastou slovenskej rozvojovej pomoci. Zahfila
aktivity zamerané na vzdeldvanie $irSej verejnosti, ako aj konkrétnych cielovych skupin, ako
napriklad politikov, poslancov, novinarov, ucitelov, pracovnikov $tatnej spravy a mimovladnych
organizacii.

Doélezitym medznikom v procese zavedenia rozvojového vzdeldvania na slovenskych vyso-
kych skoldch bolo zaradenie rozvojovej problematiky na Fakulte medzindrodnych vztahov EU
v Bratislave a na Pedagogickej fakulte UK v Bratislave. V roku 2006 bola spustend implementdcia
rozvojového vzdeldavania do u¢ebnych osnov na zakladnych a strednych skoldch a vytvorena
pracovnd skupina pre stratégiu rozvojového vzdeldvania.

Zacala fungovat prva slovenskd webova stranka o rozvojovom vzdeldvani, realizovali sa
preklady vybranych zahraniénych publikdcii, edicia a publikovanie materidlov rozvojového
vzdeldvania. Aktivitou eur6pskeho vyznamu je Letnd $kola rozvojového vzdeldvania, ktord je
jednou zo stcasti projektu Development Education Exchange in Europe.

4 Uznesenie ¢. 310/2006
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HUMANITARIAN AID

Humanitarian aid is a fundamental part of the official development assistance system, yet it
has specific characteristics, including mainly the time-frame of provided aid, as well as unpre-
dictable circumstances, safety risks, rapid changes in the environment, etc.

In 2006 the Slovak Government adopted a new Slovak Mechanism of International Humani-
tarian aid Assistance*, which sets out in detail decision-making processes and the division of
powers and competences between the key actors and determines the particular types of assist-
ance delivery.

Slovak humanitarian aid abroad takes three different forms:

1. Rescue operations, delivery of humanitarian material, and technical aid (responsibility of

Slovak Interior Ministry),

2. Humanitarian aid in the form of financial aid (Slovak Ministry of Foreign Affairs),
3. Projects of Slovak humanitarian organisations (Slovak Ministry of Foreign Affairs).

SKK 10 million has been budgeted for Slovak humanitarian aid in 2007.

DEVELOPMENT EDUCATION AND PUBLIC AWARENESS PROJECTS

An important milestone in the process of introduction of the development education, which
is an integral part of Slovak development assistance, was the inclusion of the development topic
in the curricula at the Faculty of International Relations at the University of Economics in Bratis-
lava and at the Faculty of Education at the Comenius University in Bratislava. A project of the im-
plementation of development education into the curricula of primary and secondary schools
was begun in 2006, and a working group on the strategy of development education was created.

The first Slovak webpage on development education
was launched in 2006, translations of selected foreign
publications were prepared, and development educa-
tion materials created and published. The Development
Education Summer School is an activity of European
importance, which is part of the Development Education
Exchange in Europe project.

The three-year “Regional Partnership Programme
for Development Cooperation between Austria and its
Neighbouring New Member States (Slovakia, the Czech
Republic, Hungary and Slovenia)” will also continue in
2007. The aim of the programme is to strengthen the ca-
pacity of the platforms of non-governmental development
organisations in the new Member States and develop of
joint strategies towards the EU.

SKK 10 744 thousand has been budgeted for development education projects, monitoring of
projects, capacity building and public awareness raising in 2007.

4 Resolution No. 310/2006

Huje pldnovanie a vykonévanie rozvojovej pomoci a stratégii spoluprace ¢lenskych krajin EU
vrdtane SR.

V stilade so zaviazkami EU, ktoré vychadzaji z MDGs prijatych medzindrodnym spolo¢en-
stvom, by sa ¢lenské $taty EU mali snaZif o kontinualne zvy$ovanie objemu oficidlnej rozvojovej
pomoci, najma jej bilaterdlneho komponentu. SR sa ako nové ¢lensk4 krajina EU zaviazala
usilovat o zvysenie svojej ODA na 0,17 % z HDP v roku 2010 a 0,33 % z HDP v roku 2015.

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Participation of the Slovak Republic in the EU development policy

The European Union has a unique position on the international scene and within the donor
community. It is the largest donor - it provides more than half of the total development assistance
worldwide. The European Commission itself administers more than one fifth of global official
development assistance.

The key objective of the European Community’s development policy is the reduction and
eventual eradication of poverty. In addition, the European Commission provides assistance
to countries in their efforts to maintain peace, security and democracy as well as to support
the rule of law, good governance and respect for human rights, all of which are key factors for
development.

The basic framework for the EU’s development policy is the “European Consensus”. This
statement provides guidance for the planning and implementation of development assistance
and strategies for cooperation between EU Member States, including Slovakia.

In accordance with the EU’s commitments based on the MDGs adopted by the international
community, EU Member States should strive to continually raise the amount of their develop-
ment assistance, especially in its bilateral component. As a new EU Member State Slovakia has
committed to work to increase its ODA to 0.17 % of GDP in 2010 and 0.33 % of GDP in 2015.
Achieving these figures is not possible without adequately increasing the bilateral component of
the Slovak ODA.

MZV podpisalo v roku 2006 dohodu o rozvojovej spolupréci s rakiskou rozvojovou agenti-
rou ADA, ktord okrem spolufinancovania projektov umoziuje ti¢ast zdstupcov SR na odbornych
semindroch a $koleniach organizovanych ADA.

V 1. 2007 by mali pokrac¢ovat konzultdcie s Organizdciou pre bezpe¢nost a spolupracu v Eu-
répe s cielom identifikovat konkrétne oblasti pre realizdciu spolo¢nych aktivit formou bilate-
ralnych projektov cez Slovak Aid, alebo priamym vyslanim slovenskych expertov do projektov
OBSE.

Vyznamnym partnerom SR v oblasti oficidlnej rozvojovej pomoci je aj Organizdcia OSN pre
priemyselny rozvoj (UNIDO). Na doteraj$ie vysledky a sktisenosti slovenskych expertov by mala
nadviazat aj spoluprédca s Organizaciou OSN pre vyZivu a poInohospodarstvo (FAO) a Sveto-
vym potravinovym programom (WFP).

V Startovacej fize neexistovali na Slovensku riadiace ani implementa¢né kapacity na poskyto-
vanie pomoci rozvojovym krajindm, a preto sa novy mechanizmus vo velkej miere opieral o sku-
senosti tradi¢nych donorov (UNDP, CIDA).

K 1. janudru 2007 bola rozhodnutim VIddy SR® zriadend Slovenska agentiira pre medzi-
ndrodnu rozvojovu spoluprdcu - Slovak Aid (SAMRS). Hlavnym predmetom ¢innosti agentu-
ry, ktord je rozpoctovou organizdciou MZV SR, je implementdcia rozvojovej politiky v silade
s koncepciou SR a z4dviznymi dokumentmi EU, OSN, OECD a ostatnymi medzindrodnymi z4-
vazkami. Agenttra by mala zabezpecovat vSetky ¢innosti stivisiace s riadenim a administraci-
ou projektového cyklu, spravovat finan¢né prostriedky, vykondvat dokumentac¢nu, vzdeldvaciu,
publika¢ni a komunikaént ¢innost.

Agenttira je spolu s pripravovanym zdkonom institucionaliziciou systému slovenskej roz-
vojovej pomoci, ktory by mal umoznit efektivnejsie a flexibilnejsie zapéjanie sa mimovladneho,
akademického a podnikatelského sektora ako aj verejnej spravy do programov a projektov slo-
venskej oficidlnej rozvojovej pomoci.

5 Uznesenie ¢. 806/2006
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Cooperation with donors

The coordination of donor activities is an important precondition of successful operations in
a developing country. Since 2003 the Canadian International Development Agency (CIDA), the
UN Development Programme (UNDP) and the European Commission (EC) have played a key
role in this area.

CIDA, UNDP and the EC are defined as the key partners of the Slovak official development
assistance in the Medium-Term Strategy for Official Development Assistance: 2003—2008 ap-
proved by the Government. Cooperation with the UNDP is based mainly on the presence of the
Regional Centre of the Organisation in Bratislava and the establishment of the joint Trust Fund.
The EC assistance takes the form of training and seminars on ODA.

In 2006 the Slovak Ministry of Foreign Affairs signed an agreement on development coop-
eration with the Austrian development agency ADA, which apart from co-financing projects
includes the participation of Slovak representatives at seminars and training organised by ADA.

Consultations with the Organisation for Security and Cooperation in Europe should con-
tinue in 2007 with the aim of identifying specific areas for implementation of joint activities in
the form of bilateral projects implemented through Slovak Aid, or direct participation of Slovak
experts in OSCE projects.

Another important partner for Slovakia in the area of official development assistance is the UN
Industrial Development Organisation (UNIDO). Cooperation with the UN Food and Agricul-
ture Organisation (FAO) and the World Food Programme (WFP) should build upon the results
and experience of Slovak experts achieved so far.

The above donors to a large degree have helped and continue to help in the development of
institutions, human resources and mechanisms of the Slovak ODA.

Slovak Agency for International Development Cooperation

In the initial phase there were no resources in Slovakia to manage or implement the provision
of assistance to developing countries, and therefore the new mechanism to a great extent drew
on the experience of traditional donors (UNDP, CIDA).

Effective from 1 January 2007, the Slovak Agency for International Development Coopera-
tion - Slovak Aid (SAMRS) was established through a Slovak Government Resolution®. The main
activity of the Agency, which is a budgetary organisation of the Slovak Ministry of Foreign Af-
fairs, is the implementation of the Slovak development policy in accordance with the Slovakia’s
concept and binding documents of the EU, UN, OECD and with other international commitments.
The Agency should undertake all activities in connection with the management and administra-
tion of the project cycle, administer funds, and carry out documentation and educational tasks
as well as publication and communication activities.

Along with the pending act on development cooperation the Agency’s purpose is to institu-
tionalise the Slovak development assistance system, which should allow for a more effective
and flexible participation of non-governmental, academic, business and public administration
sectors in Slovak official development assistance programmes and projects.

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Cooperation with Slovak development entities

The non-governmental, private, academic and state sectors are important partners of the Slo-
vak Ministry of Foreign Affairs in the implementation of development cooperation. In the interest
of efficiency this cooperation is carried out especially through umbrella organisations - the Plat-
forms of Non-governmental Development Organisations - NGDOs (for the non-governmental
sector) and the Slovak Chamber of Commerce and Industry - SCCI (for the private sector). The
cooperation with the academic sector is carried out through the Slovak Academy of Sciences
(SAS).

Structure of financing the Slovak Republic official development assistance

The structure of ODA financing is a very important indicator of the donors’ activity in the
implementation of international development commitments. According to the DAC/OECD meth-
odology, for example the contributions to international organisations and funds are fully or par-
tially calculated in the total volume of aid provided - this is so-called multilateral ODA. But for
development cooperation in the traditional sense the most important indicator are donor activi-
ties in the bilateral component of ODA.

While the total amount of Slovak ODA has been showing a growth every year, the amount
of its bilateral component implemented through projects of Slovak entities did not change be-
tween 2003—2006 (SKK 160 million). In 2007, SKK 168 744 thousand has been allocated to the
Slovak Ministry of Foreign Affairs for bilateral development projects, which is only a slight rise
on 2006.

With a view to meet the commitment adopted - provide ODA amounting to 0.17% of GDP
in 2010 - it is necessary, in the forthcoming budget periods, to continually and fundamen-
tally raise the amount of funding for the bilateral component of ODA in the same way that it
is usual in the ODA systems of traditional donors.

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In 2006 the Slovak ODA declined by SKK 110 million (in absolute terms) in comparison
with 2005. The fall in the amount of Slovak ODA in 2006 is even more noticeable when expressed
in percentual terms, which is an effect of the marked GDP growth in that year in comparison
with the preceding period, lower debt relief for Sudan and Afghanistan, and a stagnation of the
amount of funding allocated to the bilateral component of Slovak ODA.

There is a realistic assumption that the amount of funding statistically reported as Slovak
ODA in 2007 will be again be smaller than, or at best the same, as in 2006.

Official development aid in relation to GDP
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Although Slovakia is gradually increasing its official development assistance in real num-
bers, the budget for ODA is only rising with the help of debt relief. Measures dealing with
debt problems of poor countries are inevitable if the funds needed for debt repayment are to
be used in the combat against poverty.
